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XIII. National Competition The Little Chanter 2007

Velké Losiny, May 11th – 13th 



On May 11th – 13th, 2007 will be the spa village Velke Losiny hosting the XIII. National Competition of children’s folklore singers the Little Chanter – Velke Losiny 2007. This competition is part of the Days of the Traditional Culture, joined project of organizations of the traditional culture in the Czech Republic, Slovak Republic, Hungary and Poland. The little chanters became very popular within last 12 years, they charmed the minds and hearts of the fans of the folklore songs, and we believe that this year will only confirm its outstanding quality.

Fifty contestants from the regional rounds will be competing to win the respect of the jury and the audience with the help of two folklore ensembles: the famous BROLN and the Czech music from Tremosna. Apart from the Czech contestants will be performing in Velke Losiny also the finalists from similar competition Slavik (Nightingale) in Slovakia and children from Bulgaria, Poland, Austria and Russia.

The Folklorni sdruzeni CR is right now negotiating with various sponsors and partners. They will be listed in the updated press release at the end of April 2007.
The program of the competitors starts with their rehearsals with the supporting ensembles on Friday May 11th. On Saturday, May 12th will be in Velke Losiny two rounds of semifinals, where all contestants will be present. Children will sing two songs from their repertoire, the first one a capella and the second with the support of the ensemble. The professional jury will choose the contestants for the Sundays’ final concert.


On Sunday, May 13th at 10 am all singers will attend the celebration of opening the spa springs and starting the spa season in Velke Losiny. The Sundays’ final of the competition will be held at 2pm in the hall in Velke Losiny with presence of 20 chosen finalists. The finale will be moderated by Marcela Herikova. The professional jury will choose ten final contestants and will give the awards for the first three – the golden, silver and bronze Little Chanter for the year 2007. Peter Dvorsky, the director of the spa in Velke Losiny Pavel Stepanek and the mayor of the village Velke Losiny ing. Miroslav Kopriva CSc. will also award the chosen contestants by their special awards. The organizers are expecting participation of the sponsoring organizations and people as well as many other important guests.

This year will be the third year for appreciating of chosen contestant by special itinerant award of Jaroslav Jurasek. Jaroslav (Carda) Jurasek (1925-2005) – music composer, for many years leader of the Army artistic ensemble Ondras Brno, he was in 2004 still the head of the jury in the Little Chanter. His name is also related with the concerts of the best chanters supported on concerts by the Orchestra of the folklore instruments VUS Brno.


All contestors and guests can enjoy interesting supporting program. In the spa area Velke Losiny will be stands of the traditional artand crafts and refreshments. One of the traditional attractions is the “fairy-tale woods” organized by the Folklorni soubor Markovice Postrelmov for the Saturday, May 12th from 5pm. All contestants, guests, spa guests and local people are welcome. The contestants can also visit the State Castle Velke Losiny known for the cruel witches trials, the paper mill Velke Losiny or the indoor swimming pool in the spa. Velke Losiny is not only famous for the competition, but also town full of attractions and activities and that’s why everyone likes to return every year.


The singing competition has become a big attraction for children, their parents, teachers and fans of the folklore songs. The increasing amount of contestants in the basic and regional rounds only proves it. Thanks to the care of the Czech rozhlas are all performances recorded and published on CDs and DVDs by the Radioservis and Vemori Company. The chosen contestants are invited to the finals of the Slovak competition Slavik (Nightingale), to the International festival of the childrens folklore ensembles Pisni a tancem in Luhacovice, to the joint concerts of Little Chanter and Slavik which are being held under the supervision of Peter Dvorsky in Prague and Bratislava (this year in October in Prague on Zofin island), often the competitors are performing on regional and international folklore festivals.
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
